ISIT NYC’S LARGEST GREENMARKET
Since 1976, the Union Square Greenmarket has 

served as a local landmark as the first and largest farmer’s 
market. Located on the plaza surrounding Union Square 
Park, local farmers, fishers and bakers sell what they grow, 
raise, catch and bake locally. The Greenmarket supports 
regional small family farmers by providing them with 
opportunities to sell their products to the public. Many of 
the restaurants in the Union Square neighborhood 
“sprouted up” here because of the proximity of the 
Greenmarket, and visitors reap the benefits. Rain or shine, 
the Greenmarket is open year round every Monday, 
Wednesday, Friday and Saturday from 8:00 AM to 6:00 PM.

Opened in 1839, Union Square Park has served as a home 

for countless community events and festivals – from the first 
Labor Day parade in 1882 to the first Earth Day in 1970 to the 
current, wildly popular Greenmarket. Union Square Park has 
seamlessly transitioned from a town square into one of the 
City’s most popular and beloved open spaces. With the addition 
of free wireless internet, as well as new playground, plaza, and 
Pavilion improvements to the North End, Union Square Park has 
become a great gathering place for visitors and residents alike.
